Engineering database

Used by AIS, Engineering, DNT, and Computations

Several years old

Has autofill feature for employee and supervisor info

Has email notification feature which is being used infrequently

Has observation, risk factor, adjustments made and recommendations

Can create a variety of reports ( can sort by headings, listing of who needs eval, supervisor summary

Linked with several databases/ data warehouses including HR and PH 

Currently enhancing reports features, follow up and equipment catalog

SSEP database

Used by all 4 departments HCD, HSD, EPD, and SSD

Several months old

Evaluators input to develop the database

Has employee issue/concerns, observation, intervention, recommended purchases, recommended education

Currrently developing equipment catalog link to TRR form so equipment recommendations can be incorporated into the database
